60’s : The birth of the resort, following the 
launch of the government’s “Snow Plan”, 
devised for developing winter sports. Aim: 
to enable as many people as possible to 
enjoy skiing. Tourists skied for an average 
of 8 hours a day, and everything needed to 
be streamlined so that no time would be 
wasted: shopping arcades and mini-studio 
apartments accessible to lower budgets. 
First we had the concrete, rectangular 
blocks and clean, simple lines of La 
Croisette. Then came “Brelin” in 1972 - 
the historic ocean liner of a building with 
640 co-owners, followed by the Preyerand 
district. The architecture was innovative 
but not always understood…

2015 : 50 is the new 21
In 50 years, the peaceful Belleville Valley has 
become the world’s number one tourist 
destination for winter sports, welcoming 
800,000 visitors every year. Tourism has 
changed the life of the Belleville people, but 
their values are rooted in their DNA. They 
now share their passion for the mountain 
with the holidaymakers, transforming their 
resort into one of the most friendly winter 
sports destinations. At the start of the 2016 
season, Marlène Giacometti took over 
management of the Tourist Office from 
Régine Jay Grillot. 

90’s : Consumer behaviour began to change and hitting 30 was tough. There was a lot of criticism surrounding the architectural 
choices made in the beginning, with claims that the resort was unattractive, too big….. Two symbolic buildings,“Le Solaret” and 
“Les Clarines” were demolished and a new page was turned. The districts of Les Fontanettes, Les Bruyères and Reberty 1850 
were created, featuring more traditional structures. Apartment residences were more spacious but limited to 6 floors, built 
using stone, wood, slate and with sloping roofs and more facilities (pool, spa…). The districts of La Sapinière, Reberty 2000, Les 
Balcons des Bruyères, Les Hameaux des Marmottes and Les Airelles were all developed as part of the same trend.

2000’s : the architectural heritage so criticised before now 
became a source of pride: the clock tower received a first prize 
for metallic architecture in 2000. “Brelin” was awarded the “20th 
Century Architecture” Heritage Label in 2012. The challenge now 
was to improve quality and services. In addition to the chalets 
built to house some 6,000 beds in recent years, the resort now 
had over 2,000 upgraded beds - at the instigation of major 
operators such as Pierre & Vacances and Belambra. But also by 
the ORIL (Leisure Property Rehabilitation Programme) initiated 
by the Belleville Valley in 2003, providing financial assistance to 
owners of accommodation over 15 years old who wanted to 
renovate their property. 

2017 :
Still lovely at 50. Open, straightforward and reassuring - 
the resort of Les Menuires offers an extra dose of soul 
and emotion. The resort is an expert host, giving a VIP 
welcome to families - whether traditional, extended, 
single parent, blended, quiet or slightly off the wall, as 
well as to groups of friends.
